Residential Collection Service Information
Important Recycling Requirement

To ensure your trash is collected, you must also place acceptable recyclables in your
yellow-lid recycling cart and set it out next to your green-lid trash cart on collection day.

Both carts must remain at the curb until they’ve been serviced by WM.
Trash & Recycling Collection

Your trash and recycling will be collected once per week. To ensure smooth and timely
service, please follow these simple guidelines:

e Set carts at the curb by 6:00 a.m. on your collection day.

« Trash must be bagged and placed inside your green-lid cart.

« Recyclables should be loose (not bagged) and placed in your yellow-lid cart.

e Please make sure cart lids are fully closed to prevent litter and ensure collection

Yard Waste Guidelines
Here’s how to prepare yard waste for pickup:
e Bundle branches (under 3 inches in diameter and 3 feet in length).

« Use brown paper yard waste bags (available at local retailers) or barrels clearly
labeled "YARD WASTE."

« Do not use plastic bags or cardboard boxes—they won’t be collected.

Yard Waste Collection Schedule

e Weekly: April-May & November through the third week of December

e« Every other week: June-October

Proper Cart Placement

Place your cart at least 3 feet away from all objects, including your second cart, mailbox,
car, or tree. The lid opening should face the street with the wheels of the cart facing
your house.

Bulk Items, Metal & Appliance Pickup

Bulk items, large metal objects, and appliances (“white goods”) are collected by

appointment only on designated pickup days.

Be sure to check your collection calendar (see the adjacent page) for available dates.
